Clow Family Night with Chicago Wolves
I’ve received the flyer for our game on January 12.  Last year we received a $112 donation from this event.  Please look over the sample flyer that will be sent home in December.

Service Committee:  Kim DuChene - The third grade Service Project is scheduled for the afternoon of Friday, November 30th.  55 “hug size” fleece tie pillows will be made and donated to either a local chapter of the Children’s Miracle Network or to the Chicago Children’s Hospital.  If our budget allows, we may purchase additional material so each third grade student can make a pillow so that we can donate ½ of the pillows to each organization.  Each child who makes a pillow will be asked to hug it and to write their first name on a premade tag that states, “This pillow has been hugged by _____.  When you feel sad, lonely, scared or just need some extra love give it a squeeze and hold it to your heart to feel the love sent to you from the third grade students at Clow Elementary School.” In addition, each child will decorate a page for a scrapbook that will be sent along with the pillows. I have contacted Mrs. Hebenstreit, the second grade lead teacher, regarding a date for their Service project in December.  No final date has been established yet. We are looking into doing either placemats, table decorations or door decorations  with a “winter” theme for a local senior center. LMC and PTA Community Service Collections/Drives

October 1-October 31st – “Snack Food Care Package for Our Troops Overseas.”  We collected a little over 300 lbs of food and personal hygiene items during the month of October.  An organization called “Operation Care Package,” based out of Joliet sends packages weekly totaling $1500 in shipping fees.  A volunteer for the organization picked the items up last week and was thrilled with our collection efforts.  We will be holding a DVD/CD drive in the Spring through this agency. The organization holds weekly fundraisers to cover all shipping costs.

November 1-November 9th – The “Leftover Halloween Candy” collection was a HUGE success!  I would be surprised if anyone kept any of the candy for themselves because there was so much candy donated! Just for kicks, I weighed all of the candy -  A whopping 646 lbs of candy was collected from our Clow families!  Since so much candy was donated, I sorted through the candy and sent 307 lbs of chocolate bars overseas to the troops and the rest of the candy will be donated to Hesed House this Friday.  November 1-December 20th –A seasonal “Canned Food Drive” is currently underway for Hesed House and P.A.D.S.  two different agencies that help the homeless and poverty stricken families in Dupage County.  Collection items can be dropped off in the LMC.
