I know that the support of 
families and our community help to 
make our school a top-performing 
school where all children are comfort-
able learning. 

The reality about learning is that each 
of us learns at our own rate and in 
unique ways. The staff of Clow School 
values each individual. We know that 
some children learn new information 
very quickly while other individuals 
benefit from more time or multiple 
exposure to concepts. This year we 

will continue our focus on assuring all 
students receive appropriately chal-
lenging reading instruction. Through a 
process called Response to Interven-
tion (RtI) we work to support students 
who need more reinforcement in read-
ing skills.  Classroom teachers differ-
entiate instruction for all learners, in-
cluding those who quickly master new 
ideas, to assure that learning pro-
gresses at a steady pace. 

I hope that 2009 bring your child the 
gift of stronger reading skills. When a 
person can read well, a world of possi-
bilities opens to him/her. 
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The New Year has 
the first graders 
“blasting off” into 
outer space with 
their study of the 
solar system. A visit 

to the Waubonsie Planetarium on Janu-
ary 7th will enhance our knowledge.  

In Reading, we will continue with our 
anthology “Here and There”. We will 
also be focusing on making connec-
tions to the texts we read. 

Please practice the High Frequency 
Words at home. These are essential 
words your child should know by 
sight.  

The students will be learning about 
blends in Language Arts. We will also 
be trying to polish our expository para-
graph writing by checking for conven-
tions, word choice, sentence fluency, 
and organization. Of course, presenta-
tion is very important. “Is it good 
enough to put my name on it?”  

In Writer’s Workshop, we will be 
working on narrative writing and learn-
ing how to incorporate “The 6 Traits of 
Writing.”  The traits include ideas and 
content, organization, word choice, 
voice, sentence fluency and conven-
tions. 

Math has us focusing on “Fact Power”- 
the immediate recall of addition and 
subtraction facts. Flashcards are a use-
ful tool to help reinforce this skill. On 

the First Grade Schoolbag site, there 
is an excellent website for practicing 
math facts. We will continue giving 
timed tests each week.  We will also 
begin telling time to the quarter hour, 
identifying place value, and learning 
the symbols for greater than and less 
than.   

In Social Studies, we will be learning 
about a famous American, Dr. Martin 
Luther King Jr. As you can see, we 
will be learning a lot of new concepts 
as the New Year begins!

In January, kindergart-
ners are leaping back into action. In 
Language Arts, we will begin our letter 
books and talk about opposites. We 
will continue to do journal writing, 
rhyming words, practice sight words, 
and discuss a letter each week. We ask 
that you continually review and discuss 
the letter sounds and encourage correct 

letter formation with your child at 
home.  

In Math, we will focus on measure-
ment, exploring numbers to 55, and  

number printing. Extra practice print 
ing numbers at home is always very  
helpful for your child.  

This month we will study winter ani-
mals, focusing on those animals living 
at the North and South Poles. Hiberna-
tion will also be discussed. In science, 
we will begin our unit on water explo-
ration. We always have a lot of fun 
while learning new things about water.  

The computer lab will be invaded by 
59 kindergartners this January. We will 
visit the lab in order to learn keyboard-
ing skills. This is a new skill which can  
be practiced at home.  

Kindergarten students will receive their 
first report card this month. We have 
begun assessing, and we look forward  
to sharing your child’s progress with 
you. We are proud of all “our kids” 
and how much they have learned since 
the beginning of the school year!  
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It’s a new year and 
time for us to put our 
“best foot forward” in 
2nd grade! We will 
begin the year by div-
ing into some new 
reading stories. Many 
will be about the cold 

winter weather and animals that love 
living in cold places. As always, we 
continue to be excited and enthusiastic 
about reading. Our A.R. points are pil-
ing up, and we always look forward to 
our A.R. prizes.  

 

In math this month, we will be study-
ing whole number operations and addi-
tion and subtraction number stories. 
Additionally, we will be introduced to 
multiplication and division with hands-
on learning activities. The 2nd graders 
will need to keep practicing their math 
facts to understand new concepts effec-
tively. 

January is a great month for Social 
Studies and Science too. We will be 
having our very own “pets” as students 
learn about mealworms in our Life 
Cycles unit! We will study the parts of 
the animal as well as learn a little about 
their functions in the ecosystem. In 
Social Studies, we will explore the 
lives of the U.S. Presidents as each 

student researches one particular presi-
dent. Connecting with our research, we 
will read about many famous people 
who have impacted Americans, famous 
U.S. landmarks, and U.S. holidays. We 
will come to know all about patriotism 
this month! 

Perhaps the most exciting part of sec-
ond grade for the children is learning 
cursive handwriting! This month stu-
dents will learn correct cursive letter 
formations and will be anxious to show 
you what they know. Second grade 
wishes you a very Happy New Year 
filled with the love of learning!    
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After a fun and restful break, third 
grade students will be ringing in the 
New Year with many fun and exciting 
activities. As scientists, they will be 
exploring simple machines and how 
these machines work together to make 
our everyday lives easier. As readers 
they will see how readers take on the 
role of learners as they sink their teeth 
into the nonfiction genre for 
A.K.O.R.N.  We anticipate learning all 
kinds of new information through these 
nonfiction books! As writer’s students 
will explore how to use persuasive 
techniques in their writing as well as 

learn how to provide clear evidence in 
their writing when addressing a spe-
cific prompt. As mathematicians the 
students will be mastering their sub-
traction facts and moving on to final 
mastery of their multiplication facts. 
anuary will be packed full of learning 
in third grade. 
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The holidays are over and hopefully 
everyone had a well rested winter 
break. We are excited to be back and 
ready to buckle down and get to work.  

As the ISATs are early in March this 
year, in science we will be exploring 
electricity and magnets along with 
weather. 

 During our Midwest winters, we often 
hear people grumble about the weather, 
but not Clow Fourth Graders!  They 
have a couple of tricks for dealing with 

the winter blahs.  One way they cope is 
by escaping to the Southeastern United 
States through their Social Studies 
classes. We will be studying the his-
tory of the Southeast through Chapter 
four before our studies returns us to 
Illinois. (Remember to study Southeast 
states and capitals!)   

Language arts will take us back to the 
time of World War II. Our story, Num-
ber the Stars, is about a ten-year old 
girl named Annemarie and her Jewish 
friend, Ellen, during the Nazi occupa-
tion into Denmark. Annemarie learns a 
lot about courage and bravery through 
her encounters with German soldiers. 

We encourage you to talk to your child 
about what life was like during this 
time in history.  

Keep practicing your math facts so 
your child has a strong foundation in 
math! January is filled with learning 
fun, so be sure to ask your children 
what they are learning! 
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Fourth Grade 

Welcome back to Clow School and a 
New Year!  We hope your break was 
relaxing and refreshing.  Now it is time 
to roll up our sleeves and learn about 
building a new nation via the American 
Revolution.  We are certainly proud of 
our efforts in learning about coloniza-
tion of America.  The students are 
proud of their high quality colonial 
photo stories and encourage you to 
visit the Clow LMC to view them! 

In Language Arts, 5th graders will be 
researching a famous American for 
their biography project. As we learn 
about historical Americans, we will 
also review note taking skills and how 
to gather factual information. Children 
will become more familiar with the 
characteristics of expository texts.  

Students’ organizational skills in math 
will be put to the test as they explore 
using various charts, plots, and graphs 
while organizing data.  

 

Our plate is certainly full and after a 
rejuvenating break we know students 
will be eager to devour all that we have 
set before them.  We are chomping at 
the bit to get started, here in 2009.  
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Fifth Grade 
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Hello and hope everyone had a great 
Holiday Season.  As the New Year is 
here, some may have fitness goals to 
try to accomplish as we move forward 
in 2009. One area we may need to fo-
cus on and stay vigilant is the increased 
rate in childhood obesity.  Activity in 
the winter is made more difficult due to 
the weather, so we need to come up 
with other options.  Some ideas might 
be to have a designated time in your 
house for movement.  It can be dance, 
exercises or even an aerobic video with 
some moves that you and your child
(ren) can try. together  What is com-
mon practice and probably the reason 
most people stop their fitness goals are 
we try to do too much at first.  Start 
slowly and build on what you have ac-
complished.  Try to find a partner/
friend or even as a family workout to-
gether.  Celebrate the small accom-
plishments as you move forward in 
2009. 

WHAT’S BEEN HAPPENING? 

Primary grades have been working on 
the skill of striking using balloons, 
beach balls and volleyballs.  Striking is 
a valuable skill as many of our sport 
activities require one to follow the 
flight of the object and make contact 
with it.  Striking then leads itself to 
timing, power, and weight transfer and 
can then be expanded to sport/activity 
that uses an implement to strike the 
object (baseball, softball, golf club, 
tennis).  In the educational world strik-
ing enforces the learner to follow the 
flight or track the object just like in 
reading words.  It is the ability to focus 
on the object/word, follow from left to 
right and across the page and thus 
bridging the two brain hemispheres 
needed in learning (how about that)! 
The Primary grades have also been 
working their muscles in many various 
scooter board activities. 

Intermediate grades have been working 
with the same skill concept but in dif-
ferent lead-up games of volleyball and 
to the actual game itself.  Fifth grade 
students will end their unit by playing 
their teachers in a volleyball game. 
This will happen in January.  GO 
COUGARS! 

WHAT WILL BE HAPPENING? 

All grades will be working on different 
ways to improve their fitness from 
jumping rope to going through a giant 
obstacle course called “The Heart Ad-
venture”.  This is an awesome unit as it 
teaches the students about how the 
heart works and the way blood flows 
through the body.

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Kindergartens are learning about The 
Nutcracker in music and art. The stu-
dents are creating a collage using con-
struction paper, buttons, yarn and feath-
ers. 

First graders are learning how artists 
use balance in their art work. We had 
fun creating art in the computer lab 
using the computer program KidPix to 
create symmetrical designs. We will be 
creating a symmetrical cityscape de-
picting Chicago and its reflection in the 
lake. 

Second graders will be learning about 
the wonderful artist, Chagall. Chicago 
is fortunate to have a few Chagall mas-
terpieces.  If you are planning to go 
into the city, you may want to point 
these out to your children. 

Third graders are continuing their study 
of what makes a composition good. 
Instead of using paint or pastel, we are 
using yarn to create weavings still us-
ing the principles of rhythm and vari-
ety. Next semester, we will be creating 
rain sticks. If you have empty rolls of 
wrapping paper, please have your chil-
dren put their name and class on it and 
bring it in to the art room. I’ll store 
them here until we need them. 

Our fourth graders will be starting their 
I Search Calendar posters. Every year 
the Naperville Police Department spon-
sors a poster competition. Winner’s art 
work will be in next year’s I Search 
Calendar. 

Fifth graders will be learning about 
Leonardo da Vinci and his use of one 
point perspective. We’ve learned how 
artists show space on flat surfaces by 
using overlapping placement and size. 
We now will get more scientific with 
the use of one point perspective. 
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Physical Education Art 
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Notes �  from General Music 
We welcome the new calendar year 
with many exciting activities in music! 
This month Kindergartners will be 
learning about percussion instruments 
through activities using the drums. 
Students are very excited! 

In first grade students will be discover-
ing rhythms as we read the story Mun-
cha Muncha Muncha. We will dis-
cover how same and different can be 
applied to musical phrases. We will 
also practice writing the rhythms of 
the words in the story. 

This month second grade students will 
be preparing songs for their Spring 
concert in April. The concert will re-
flect a variety of material from around 
the world. 

Third grade students will be diligently 
preparing songs for their recorder con-
cert. Students have learned the notes, 
B, A, and G, and will be moving to C 
and D. Students may practice at home 
to reinforce concepts learned in music 
class. Please save the date for the re-
corder concert. This year the concert 
will take place on Thursday, Febru-
ary 19th. We will have an evening per-
formance at 7:00pm and an afternoon 
performance for the school. Informa-
tion on the concert will be sent home 
in your child’s weekly backpack, so 
please watch for the yellow parent 
information sheet coming soon! 

In fourth grade, we will be focusing 
more intensely on our recorder study 
with the lower recorder notes and 

more complex pieces. All fourth grade 
students need to have a recorder for 
music class, so please make every ef-
fort to find any lost or misplaced re-
corders so that students can be pre-
pared for class! Students are also en-
couraged to play at home to reinforce 
skills learned in class. 

In fifth grade we will begin a unit on 
Theme and Variations to prepare for 
our composition project. Students will 
learn how to change a musical idea 
through instrumentation, rhythm and 
melody. Students will then use these 
concepts to compose their own melody 
using the Finale Notepad computer 
program. In April, students will have a 
chance to submit these musical com-
positions to MENC, the National As-
sociation for Music Educators, for a 
chance to win the Finale computer 
program and gain national recognition.

Judging Criteria 

¨ Reflects the Authoring Process.  
Does it seem like the student brain-
stormed for ideas and planned, wrote 
a rough draft, revised and edited for 
their final copy? 

¨ Interest to the Reader.  Do the ideas 
written hold the reader’s interest? 

¨ Impact to the Senses.  Does the text 
leave the reader with an impression 
they can see, hear, and/or feel? 

¨ Overall Quality of Writing.  How is 
the spelling, punctuation, and overall 
impression of the text? 

¨ Follow Through to Conclusion.  
Does the story have a beginning, a 
middle and an end?  Is there a logical 
series of events leading to a conclu-
sion? 

February 6, 2009 is the deadline for 
any manuscript to be considered part 
of the Young Author Program. 
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Our annual reading incentive program 
begins on January 6th. The theme this 
year is Space Out With a Good Book.
