“9 IPPC Update

Last month's IPPC meeting was held on January 21.

Jay Strang (Asst. Superintendent of Instructional Services), Tricia cMCarthy (Professional Development Director), and
Mark Kreiter (Director of Instructional Technology) gave a presentatid?Dff (Professional Development Wednes-

days) orLate Startin response to requests for more information as to its merits. They clarified that, although the school
day is delayed by only 10 minutes for students, teachers' earlier arrivals give them a total of about 50 minutes ef work tim
on Wednesday mornings. Individual schools are visited to assess the development of collaborative teams who can work
together to target the particular needs of their students by consistently asking these questions:

1. What do we want students to learn?

2. How will we know when each student has mastered the essential learning?
3. How will we respond when a student experiences difficulties in learning?
4

How will we deepen learning for students who have already mastered essential knowledge and skills?

Kathy Birkett (Superintendent) encouraged us to check out Board Docs on the district website, under School Board then
Board meetings. Agendas and minutes are available to aid transparency of board business to the public. Next year's cal
dar directly reflects parental input for the first time, as widely diverse requests were considered. The Special Education
Consultant is in district and running focus groups. His report will be presented in March, and will drive the district's bes
practices in this area.

An Energy management consultant will also report on potential savings for the district in March. The district's austerity
plan led to 9.2 billion dollars in budget cuts, and the details were presented at the board meeting on Jan. 25. Unfortunatel
there is a potential 10 million dollar deficit from the state, so she is currently meeting with state legislators.

Jason Altenbern (Coordinator of community Relations) gave a final plug for Parent University on Sat., Feb. 6 at Neuqua
Valley High School. He handed out pamphlets, registration forms and posters, all of which have been available at the
schools. All information is also on the District Website. There are workshops for parents with children at all grade levels.

Jean Donovan (President, PTA District 36) announced the next District 36 Meeting on Feb. 11 at the Glen Ellyn Public
Library and this year's IL PTA Convention which will be held at the Holiday Inn Select in Naperville on Matdh 12

Required training courses for PTA officers (Money Matters and Road to Success) will be scheduled during the conference
PTAs were reminded that as a 501c3 nonprofit organization, we are not allowed ourselves to raise money to donate to an
other charity or group, and that any fundraisers to assist Haiti should be channeled through a different account.
