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Indian Prairie Project Arrow (IPPA) PTA

The Indian Prairie Project Arrow PTA had their first meetfithe year on October 14, 2009. The IPSD Superintendent,
Dr. Kathy Birkett, was at this meeting and answered pareaéstopns. Here is a brief summary of some of the questions
and her answers:

Q: Do all the elementary schools use the same P.A. curriculum?
A:  Yes, although teachers can adapt the curriculum to fit thveirchildren’s particular needs/abilities.
Q:  Why do kids not get into P.A. typically until secaéde?

A:  “Advanced” students in the kindergarten and first grade learelsypically early readers and research has
shown that being an early reader is not necessarily the sdyaiggifted. Waiting until second grade allows
plenty of time to do the necessary assessments to ideritég gids. Advanced students in the kindergarten and
first grade levels may have “enrichment” which could consistoi shings as flexible pull-out grouping, differ-
ent lessons, higher level work, etc.

Q:  Why is there variability between schools in the amouhbafiework P.A. students receive?

A:  Because different teachers have different styles of teachimardhts have concerns about the amount of
homework being assigned, they can feel free to talk to the teactmer grincipal.

The business part of the meeting focused on the budget, bglmnding rules, and membership. It was noted that parents
who paid dues for the IPPA PTA last year need to pay duesfagaims year as last year's monies (although paid in the
spring) do not cover this year's dueghe membership application can be found at
http://ipsdweb.ipsd.org/IPPC/Default.aspx/ProjectArroviR.
