 The 2008-09 school year is a year of many firsts and lasts in Indian Prairie. It marks the first time the district 

has ever had three high school principals (Jim Schmid is working toward the Fall, 2009 opening of Metea  

 

Valley, Bob McBride is settling in at Neuqua Valley and Kristine Marchiando has taken the reins at 

Waubonsie Valley). Itôs also the last year that Indian Prairie will be a two high school district. 

  

2008-09 will also likely be the last year Indian Prairie is the third largest school district in Illinois. We passed 

Rockford District 205 in size just over a year ago (Plainfield 202 will pass us either this year or next, on their 

way to more than 40,000 enrolled students). Itôs also the first year of full day kindergarten in this district, 

which means that our district and elementary enrollment will be at an all-time high yet again. 

  

You can make your own first ï and lasting ï marks on our school system as well. Recent national surveys have 

reported that volunteering is down. Our school system is a great place to volunteer; if you havenôt yet done so, 

make this year your first.

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The children have been working very hard in music this fall.  They have been 

singing, playing instruments, and dancing.  Here are some things you can have 

your kids tell you about, or sing to you! 

Kindergarten:  We have been singing and dancing quite a bit.  They have been focusing on 

keeping a steady beat with music as well.  As music teachers, we have so much more to teach 

the all-day kindergarteners this year, now that we see them twice a week instead of only once. 

1st Grade:  We are just finishing up a large unit on percussion instruments.  The kids have 

learned that they all make their sounds by striking, shaking and scraping.  Have your kids tell 

you about some of the instruments they have played.

3rd Grade:  We will be jumping into their recorder unit soon! Make sure you have returned a 

letter to Mr. Huffman or Mrs. Whitney to tell us if you need a recorder, or already have one.  

They will be spending many weeks perfecting their ability to read music by playing an 

instrument. 

4th Grade:  The children have done a great job beginning to read by using ñsolfegeò, a Do Re Mi 

system of learning songs.  They are also on their way to continuing recorder work in a few 

weeks.  Locate that recorder, and have them bring it in December for continuing our Recorder 

Karate work.   (I wonder who the first black belt student will be!?!) 

5th Grade:  Sight singing is becoming a common occurrence in the music class. We are using 

the ñsolfegeò Do Re Mi system to read extensive examples, we will be tested on these skills in 

January. 

Finally, the Chorus and Orff Ensembles are gearing up for their Concert on the night of 

November 20th.  The chorus is singing very difficult music for so early in the year.  The are 

working on balancing parts, and memorization.  Orff is very creative!  So creative that we have 

just settled on our performance choices!  Whew!  They should sound just wonderful playing, 

singing and dancing for you that evening. 

The Chorus has one added performance this year.  They will be singing on Saturday, December 

6th at Crone Middle School.  This is a special event for the district #204 Cultural Arts Fair, and 

we are pleased to be representing our school that day.

Through 
collective efforts, you probably noticed the repainted yellow curbs around Fry, and the new TRAFFIC 
RESTRICTIONS on the South side of Sunburst Lane.  In both areas there is No Parking, Stopping OR Waiting 
during pick-up and drop off times.  These are welcome changes that enhance the safety for CHILDREN and 
WALKERS crossing at Tall Grass Drive.  The City of Napervilleôs Traffic Flow Map reflects the changes and 
is available on the Cityôs website at http://www.naperville.il.us/emplibrary/STCPFry06.pdf 

Since these improvements, some parents still ignore the restrictions. Illegally-parked vehicles, attended and 
unattended, are being reported.  For SAFETY at crosswalks please be reminded: 

NO PARKING, STANDING or WAITING  allowed in the YELLOW  curb areas AT ANY TIME.    

AVOID ILLEGAL U -TURNS, Three-POINT TURNS and USE OF PRIVATE DRIVEWAYS.  NOTE:  On 
Sunburst  drivers are expected to enter Sunburst  FROM Tall Grass Drive, park only on the North side and to 
continue WEST - away from the school.   This keeps traffic flow moving away from the intersection and alleviates 
endangering walkers at the crossing guard corner. If you are concerned or for more information, you can contact 
the Naperville Police Department at (630) 420-6666 or the Traffic Complaint Hotline at (630) 305-5379.  Everyone's 
cooperation is appreciated."
