The Accelerated Reading Program is designed to promote reading through incentives. Many of 
the library books at Fry have Accelerated Reader tests designed to work on the studentsô com-
prehension skills and reading fluency. The students take these tests to score points. All of the 
tests are taken on the computer and can be taken from any computer in the building. The stu-
dents must take the test by themselves with no help from a friend, the book, or notes. On a .5 
point test the students must score a 60% or higher to be awarded points. On a 1 -point test the 
students must score a 70% or higher to be awarded points.  

Not every student participates in this program. The program is optional for 2 nd through 5 th grade. 
The teachers and LMC staff encourage all of our students to participate in Accelerated Reader 
Program. Kindergarten and 1st grade participation is based on their reading and comprehension 
levels assessed on their quarterly report card. So every quarter we could have 
additional Kindergarten and 1st grade students entering the program.  

Every student who participates in the program will receive a certificate of 
achievement. Other prizes will be determined at the end of the first semester.

Legislative Report – October 2008  � 

General Election Information- November 4, 2008.

There are a number of elections that affect the representation of the Fry Community.  Below is a listing 

of some of these races and an identification of the major party candidates for each. 

US President: John McCain (R) vs. Barack Obama (D) 

US Senator: Dick Durbin (D) vs. Steve Sauerberg (R) 

US Representative: Judy Biggert (R) vs. Scott Harper (D) 

IL 42nd Senate District: Linda Holmes (D) vs. Terri Ann Wintermute (R) 

IL 48th Senate District: Randy Hultgren (R) running unopposed 

IL 84th Representative District: Tom Cross (R) vs. Dennis Grosskopf (D) 

IL 96th Representative District: Dianne McGuire (D) vs. Darlene Senger (R) 

 In addition to the individual races, there is a state wide proposal to call a Constitutional Convention. 
According to the current IL Constitution, the question to call a Convention must be placed before voters 
every 20 years.  As the last call was 1988, the question is due. Each family should have received a blue pam-
phlet from the IL Secretary of State fully explaining the Constitutional Convention process.   
 

    CN Update:   As a result of the Surface Transportation Board rejecting CN’s demand for early ap-

proval of its plan to acquire the EJ&E, CN has petitioned the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District 

of Columbia Circuit to order the STB to issue a final ruling by Dec. 31 saying that regulatory delay will im-

peril this transaction. In related news, the US House of Representatives is advancing a bill (HR6707) spon-

sored by Transportation Committee Chairman James Oberstar of Minnesota that would affect this acquisition.  

CN is opposed to this legislation stating it could kill the deal to purchase the EJ&E.
