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Stop and smell the flowers!

When you arrive at school this year take a

moment to stop and smell the flowers in the Quiet

Garden and Butterfly Garden at Kendall. We

have made several new additions to both gardens

since last school year.

In the Quiet Garden you will notice we have
added severdlostasalong the back wall, along
with tiger day lilies. We also added Anemone
Canadensis (woodland anemone) which will give
us beautiful white blooms in early spring. We will
also see lots of color from spiderwort in early

spring. Midsummer will have deep red and bright

yellow blooms from various daylilies. In the late
summer you will notice awesome orange blooms
from Butterflyweedand purple coneflower along
side several ornamental grasses.

In the Butterfly garden, you will see several new
additions after clearing out the creeping juniper

from Crone planted four Butterfly bushes. The
committee also added Gooseneck loosestrife
along the wall, next to wild blue indigo. We also
added several coreopsis to give us bright yellow
color, along with several purple/blue asters and
yellow western sunflowers. This fall you should
see two different kinds of purple/pink
Blazingstargliatris) that will eventually grow to
four feet tall.

Although we lost a couple of plants this spring
due to bunnies fAsnacki

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Dear District 204 Parents/Guardians,

Our district is preparing for this year's flu season and the expected return of the HIN1 virus. We are

following the guidelines from the Centers for Disease Control and taking direction from the DuPage and
Will County Health Departments to monitor flu conditions and ensure that our schools remain

functioning in a normal manner this flu season.

The district's focus is on the following proactive measures to lower the risk of students and staff
catching the flu:

~ Students will be directed to wash their hands before they eat lunch.
~ A video on respiratory etiquette will be shown to students.
~ Hand sanitizers will soon be in all classrooms, lunchrooms, and main offices as a back -up to hand
washing.
~ Certified school nurses will communicate with staff about correct hand washing procedures and staff
will then instruct students.
~ Principals will include frequent messages in their morning announcements to remind students about
the importance of hand washing and respiratory etiquette.
~ Building cleaning procedures were reviewed to ensure the district is following all public health
guidelines.

Although the district is taking the above steps, we need the help of our parent partners to assist us in
our efforts. Please take a moment to remind your children to wash their hands and instruct them not to
share personal items like drinks or food. Instruct them to cover up their cough or sneeze using their
elbow, arm or sleeve instead of their hands. They also need to avoid touching their eyes, nose and
mouth to prevent spreading germs. Health officials also recommend having your family receive a
seasonal flu shot. Opportunities for the HIN1 flu shot will be dictated by the county health department.

Lastly and most importantly, if your child is ill, please keep him or her at home. A child must be fever
free without taking fever  -reducing medications for 24 hours before returning to school. The start of the
year is always a good time to review childcare contingency plans should you need to keep your child
home from school.
