Oliver ñJuddò Kendall: 

A hometown hero by Donna DeFalco

One of the most celebrated war heroes of World War I 

went for many years without receiving suitable 

recognition for his valor. Oliver ñJuddò Kendall, a 

Naperville native, immediately enlisted in the army 

when the United States entered World War I on April 

6, 1917.

In May 1918,Lt. Kendall was part of the American 

forces that were poised to lead an attack near 

Cantigny in northern France. A few days prior to this 

crucial assault, Lt. Kendall led a 50-man unit to 

ensure everything was prepared. As the unit came 

under heavy artillery fire, Lt. Kendall went forward to 

reconnoiter and disappeared. His body was later 

found buried in a shallow grave near German 

headquarters. Lt. Kendall was 29 years old when he 

was tortured and killed by his captors for refusing to 

divulge information about an important offensive, 

which ultimately proved the Americans were truly a 

fighting force. 

Although Napervilleôs Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 

3873 is named after Judd Kendall, Past Commander 

Lew Breese felt the Naperville war hero deserved 

more recognition. In 1997, Breese began researching 

and found that Kendall was credited with saving the 

American army by not revealing its plans for the 

attack.  Thanks to Breeseôs efforts, during a special 

ceremony on Memorial Day 1998, Kendallôs relatives 

received the Purple Heart, Silver Star and Croix de 

Guerre, Unit Citation. The medals are on display at 

Oliver Julian Kendall Elementary School in 

Naperville.
