Dear Parents,


Welcome to kindergarten! We are looking forward to sharing an exciting and rewarding year with you and your child.  Please help us become partners in your child's education.  We know our teaching must begin with making your child feel at home in our classroom and with helping all of the children come together into a learning community made up of unique individuals.  Would you help us by taking a moment to write to us about your child?  What is your youngster like?  What are the things you, as a parent, know that would be important for me to know?  What are your child's interests?  We would like to have a sense of how your child thinks and plays, as well as how you see him/her as a person and learner.  Please use the attached stationary to write about your child.  We look forward to reading your responses! 


The first weeks of kindergarten can be a bit overwhelming for both children and parents.  We hope the following information will help.  Please label all backpacks, coats, hats, gloves, boots, etc.  We do our best to keep everything in its place, but some items do get lost.  If that happens, please check the "lost and found" in our classroom, school and/or buses.  It is not necessary to label school supplies since they will become "community" property.  Folders, however, should be labeled with your child's name.


A "Take Home" folder will be kept in your child's backpack.  Please check this folder every day for school work and important notices.  When you send in notes, book orders, etc., they should be placed in this folder.  We cannot check each folder every day, so please encourage your child to put these items in the "mail basket" when he/she arrives at school.


Every kindergarten parent is concerned about his/her child getting to and from school safely.  Please see that your child wears his/her transportation tag for this week and next.  Our staff can then help guide your child in the proper direction at dismissal time.  In addition, please discuss dismissal with your child so that he/she may become familiar with the routine.  The end of the day can be a scary time if your little one is unsure of how he/she is getting home.  AM car riders will be escorted to the car. Please remain in your car and then pull up as cars are loaded and move forward.  It is especially important to notify me when there is a change in routine.  Please write a note whenever there is a change in how your child will be leaving school.  In addition, if you know in advance that your child will miss a day or days of school, please write a note to me or call the main office (428-6030).  All absences need to be reported.  

Every Friday at Owen is Spirit Day.  Our school colors are purple and silver.  You may wish to purchase Owen Owl clothing from the PTA.  Let's show our school spirit!


Communication between parents and the school is a very important part of your child's education.  Curriculum night will be Tuesday, September 11th from 6:30-8:00 P.M.  At this time, we will discuss the details of Kindergarten.  This night is for parents only.  Class newsletters will be sent home weekly and grade level newsletters monthly to inform you of what is happening in the classroom and school.  Please read newsletters carefully.
