Dear Parents,

Winter weather will soon be upon us!  Often inclement weather impacts our students and parents who drive in the morning and afternoon.  In addition, the winter weather sets new procedures in place for recess.   Please review the following important reminders/procedures for the winter weather.

Recess
· Students go out for their 15 minute recess when the wind chill is above 5 degrees.  This means your child should be prepared each day with appropriate clothing for outdoor play.  
· Only students wearing snow pants and boots will be allowed on the field and playground when snow is present on surfaces.  Students not wearing boots and snow pants will be restricted to the blacktop surface.
· Please practice putting on winter coats, snow pants and boots with your child.  Children should be able to independently zip their coats, put on gloves/mittens, pull on boots and snow pants.   

Morning drop off
· Please pull forward as far as possible in the line when dropping your child off in the Circle Drive.  
· Students will be asked to enter the door nearest to your vehicle in the front of the building.

Afternoon dismissal
· Please remember that cars must be parked in designated parking spaces (indicated by the yellow lines) in our parking lot.  If no spaces are available, cars must leave the lot.  Should cars block the throughways or park near the dumpster, we may be required to close the lot to parent traffic at dismissal time.  During colder weather, the parking lot is often filled well before dismissal.  Please make alternate arrangements to meet your child.
· For their safety, children are not allowed to enter the parking lot unless escorted by a parent.  For safety reasons, we also request that parents and children not cut through the parking lot to reach the sidewalk.
· Also, please remember that parking is not allowed in the Circle Drive at dismissal.  The Circle Drive is only used for busses and day care vans at the end of the school day.
· The office has been informed about unsafe parking while waiting for students to cross over the bridge.  There have been concerns expressed about student safety.  Please contact Officer Orosco (630 801-6775 ext 6147) at the Aurora Police Department should you notice this continuing.  

Please refer to your Steck Handbook should you require more information.  Thank you for your cooperation in making our procedures safe for everyone during the winter weather.
