We are doing this so that the movie theater will strictly be for Clow families. I will be sending a list serve out confirming the time.

B-I-N-G-O night will be taking place in January.  I'm still waiting to hear the date that our school will be available.  We are planning a Luau in Winter theme. I have decorations and will be getting the B-I-N-G-O games from the YMCA.  I would like to have a BINGO section for the 

younger children and a room for older children. I still need ideas for prizes.  I was also thinking of getting some adult prizes, such as gift certificates, for those adult winners.  I think we should also see if the Girl Scouts will  set up a concession stand with popcorn, drinks and candy.
