Dear Parents/Guardians, November, 2009

With winter quickly approaching, we can expect some extreme weather, especially here in lllinois. Below are some

helpful hints to share with our students to beat the cold.

1 Wear loose fitting, lightweight, warm clothing in several layers. Layers can be removed to avoid perspiration and
subsequent chill

1  Wear outer garments that are tightly woven, water repellent and hooded

1 Wear a hat (half of body heat is lost through the top of the head)

1 Wear mittens that are snug at the wrist. Mittens offer better protection; gloves allow your fingers to cool much
faster than mittens do

1 Cover your mouth and nose with scarves to help protect lungs from cold air

1 Attempt to keep your feet as dry as possible and wear wool socks

Please keep in mind that students are not allowed into the building before 8:50 a.m., unless it is below zero. Please
help us in encouraging good habits that will keep students healthy during the next few months. Eating a good break-
fast, dressing for the weather and getting sufficient sleep will promote good health during the cold and flu season.
With the pending change in the weather please be aware of the following regarding arrival/dismissal:

1 Give yourselves plenty of time to get to school in the morning;

1 Be courteous and patient, the safety of our kids is our primary concern!

1 Make sure your child is properly dressed for this weather 0 snow boots, pants, hats, gloves, etc. Students do go
outside for recess when the wind chill is above zero.

In cases of bad weather or dangerous road conditions, school closings or early dismissals will be announced through a
ConnectEd phone call, the local media and posted as a News item on the home pages of all District Web Sites. If you

Emergency names listed on the Health
Card will suffice. Please be sure the information is current.

1 Walkers and bus students will be dismissed according to our normal procedures.

1 All school related activities and all events scheduled within the building by outside groups would be cancelled.

If schools are not closed, it is ultimately the responsibility of the parent or guardian to decide whether conditions
are safe for their individual children, in allowing them to attend school. If a parent or guardian decides to keep

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In an effort to raise awareness and understanding of different disabilities and to provide general in-
formation that would be useful to parents, students and professionals alike, as well to remove some
popular myths and misconceptions we are presenting information on two of them, Epilepsy and Down
syndrome this month. Look for information on other disabilities in the coming months.

Epilepsy

What is Epilepsy?

Epilepsy is a neurological condition that from time to time produces brief disturbances in the normal
electrical functions of the brain. They may affect a person's consciousness, bodily movements or sen-
sations for a short time. These physical changes are called epileptic seizures. That is why epilepsy is
sometimes called a seizure disorder. Conditions in the brain that produce these episodes may have been
present since birth, or they may develop later in life due to injury, infections, structural abnormalities

in the brain, exposure to toxic agents, or for reasons that are still not well understood. In about seven

out of ten people with epilepsy, no cause can be found. Among the rest, the cause may be any one of a
number of things that can make a difference in the way the brain works. For example, head injuries or
lack of oxygen during birth may damage the delicate electrical system in the brain. Other causes in-
clude brain tumors, genetic conditions (such as tuberous sclerosis), lead poisoning, problems in develop-
ment of the brain before birth, and infections like meningitis or encephalitis.

Facts About Epilepsy

Myth: A person having a seizure can swallow his tongue.

Fact: Efforts to hold the tongue down or putting something in the mouth can hurt the tooth or jaw.
Myth: People with epilepsy are dangerous.

Fact: Epilepsy is a neurologic disorder, and it is rare that someone having a seizure will harm another
person.

Myth: You should hold a person down while he's having a seizure.

Fact: You should make sure the area near the person is safe and that there is nothing hard or sharp.
Myth: You should perform artificial respiration.

Fact: Artificial respiration is only needed if the person does not start breathing after the seizure has
stopped.
