 Renovation of schools to provide quality learning spaces  
districtwide, including the comprehensive renovation of  
Waubonsie Valley High School, Hill Middle School, and  
Gregory Middle School; recon�guring Neuqua Valley High  
School to reintegrate freshmen; and expanding elementary  
school instructional space on the north side of the District.

 Operational ef�ciency improvements, including repurposing  
the Birkett Freshman Center and closing and selling the  
underutilized Wheatland and Indian Plains buildings.
